The 

ñdivine appointmentò came on Friday night.  The Linden youth conducted a wor-

ship service and seven of our children accepted the Lord as their personal savior.  

Some gave testimonies of how God had saved them and one young man said that 

God had taken away his pent-up anger.  It was a glorious time that would not have 

happened if the group had gone to one of the other residential homes.  God sent 

them our way to help our children begin their healing process through the saving, 

healing blood of Jesus Christ.
