
     As you know very well, the Church of God Childrenôs Home of North Carolina 

is a tremendous ministry and has helped thousands of children over these sixty-five 

years.  We have a great opportunity to care for children placed in the Home by the 

State of North Carolina Department of Social Services due to dependent neglect, 

abuse, at-risk behavior, etc.  In this newsletter I want to bring to you a burden that 

has been on my heart for many years. 

     Our children today face a lot of issues that you and I never had to face.  Because 

of our society, many of our church kids are making poor choices.  Itôs not just the 

kids outside the church who are disrespecting their parents, skipping school, smok-

ing, drinking, doing drugs and breaking the law.  We have Church of God kids in-

volved in the same behaviors.  Parents, grandparents, family members and friends 

are concerned and praying for them.  Where can they turn?  Who can help get 

them back on track? 
     If you know someone in this situation, the Childrenôs Home may be able to 

help.  Church members often hesitate to contact the Home for help for the follow-

ing reasons: They canôt afford to send their child to a residential facility; They 

donôt want them to be away for a long time; They feel the child will be upset with 

them; They feel like a failure; They worry about what people will think; and a host 

of other reasons. 

     The sooner an intervention can occur after a child begins to exhibit poor behav-

ior, the better the possibility for success.  Delaying getting the needed help is like 

delaying treatment for cancer.  It will only get worse.  If a child can be removed for 

a period of time from the environment that caused his or her poor choices, there is a 

good chance they can get back on track.  While they are away from the negative 

influences, they can receive the counseling and spiritual support they need to help 

them regroup. 

     We will not turn a child away for inability to pay.  At times, the 

best thing you can do for a child is to place them in our program 

for a while.  The Home does not become their guardian and the 

parents do not sign over custodial rights.  We partner together to  

minister to the hurting child and pray that they will quickly get 

back on track.   

     Pastors, help your members in making this tough choice and let 

us work together to rescue our children.
